* In 1795, 16-year-old Daniel McGuinness went explor- .

ing on the.island and found a depression, about 12 feet
deep, in the ground. Above the dgpression was an old oak
tree with a block and tackle hanging from one of its limbsx

" This excited Daniel, so he went back with some friends the
hext day and they began digging. Sure enough, about 10
feet down, they hit a wooden plank. They found another
__plank 10 feet below the first, and yet another one 10 feet
below that. They tried to elicit the help of others who were
stronger and older, but they were unable to et any assist-
ance becausefof traditions about the ‘island” being
haunged. -

Ten or 15 years later, when they were older they went
back and began digging in the same spot. Ninety feet

D clearly in the mild. ruffling

swells of the South Atlan-
tic. HM.S Exeter, with her sister
cruisers .4jax and Achilles, were
patrolling vigilantly as part of the
British Royal Navy forces guard-
ing key shipping lanes between
Argentina and Britain. World
War 1l had been declared only
three months carlier.

At 6:14 a.m. thé small flotilla
spotted ‘a dark smudge of smoke
on the horizon.. Bearing down
toward them ia the morning sun-
light w3s a veritable - floating
mountain of armor — the dreaded
German pockel-batllcshlp Graf
Spee.

In 1939 Graf Spee was one of;

3 -

the Gérman battleship. accus-
tomed like a wolf to casy prey,
retired from the battle, a battle in
which she was still superior. The
reason? - Her ¢aptain, now knew
that Ajax and Achilles were cruis-
ers. not destroyers. and he as-
sumed, wrongly, that Exeter
would never dare engage his capi-
tal ship unless a superior British
force lay Mearby So the fateful
decision was made to head for neu-
tral port.

Only at 7:40 a.m. did the
wounded Exeter retire from pur-
suit. She suffered 'more than 100
hits, three of her six guns were
out. 60 officers. and men lay dead
and even her dauntless captaig suf-
fered facial wounds fron&
splinters. For four days Ajax

diesel engines, formidable 11-inch
guns capable of lobbing 670-
pound shells ore thin 15 miles.

Achilles hounded the Graf Spee to

Now her
highly ssainéd crew identified the
Exetér. D¥tance was closing fast.
Commodore Harwood on the 4jax
and Captain Bell on Exeter coordi-

nated plans. Exeter tore away to the -

west as a decoy to allow Ajax and
Achilles an opportunity to get in
close to the Graf Spee. Battle was
offered and taken. Exeter fced the

- mightiest ship afloat —'egg-shell hull

against Krupp Steel, 8-inch guns
against 1 1-inch guns, gruiser against
battleship.

A1 6:20 a.m. an | 1-inch shell from
Graf Spee exploded on Exeter.

Splinters killed or wounded Iens.
Five minutes later another shell tore

through her sick bay. The German -

gunners were finding the mark! Sail-
ors on 4jax and Achilles. maneuver-
ing their ships for position, watched
the uncqual fight. Even though Exer-
er was burning amidships. the White
Ensigns still streamed proudly from

her forec-and-main mastheads. No

surrender!
By 6:26 a.m. Graf Spee's powerful
salvoes were straddling Ajax. Exeter

* was shrouded in smoke. All forward

guns were cut. All bridge personnel

except the, captain were killed. The

wheclhouse was wrecked — there

was no power, no communications.
The galiant Exeter began to list.

Then, .unexpectédly, at 6:36 a.m.

powerful battleship afloat scuttled
herself in the Montevideo. Uruguay,
harbor! Graf Spee’s captain commit
ted suicide, .

The heroism and sacrifice of the
battered Exeter was not in vain. The
“superior British force™ that Graf
Spee_felt must be supporting. Ajax
and - Achilles was still a thousand

miles away! Exeter’s dash and daring -

had tilted the scales in a. deadly
encounter. Captain Bell and his bat-
tered ship limped home to a hero's
welcome in, London, England. ar-
ranged by the First Lord of the
Admiralty himself, Winston Chur-
chill, and attended by King George‘
VL. An overjoyed Mr. Churchyfl re-
