The Time-Sequence of Im-
ponding Events

In order properly to under-
stand the Bible prophecies o we
may know what now lies ahaad, it ig
neccesary that we oorrcotly relaits
the different prophecies as to ¢ ime-
secuence.

It is in the Book of Revelatbdn
that vo find wost vividly painted in
the detalls of events to happen from
thie time forward.

Notioe, chapter 1 verss 1, it
is the Revslation, not the oconceale
ment, of JTSUS CHRIGQT. The thema of
the book as a whola 1 the ocontitliony
at the age—-end, leading to the Jeo-
ond ocoming of Christ as the supreme
oclimax of its story. But Revelation
is in symboliocal language, and we
need & KEY to open uf iis true mean-
ing, its story-threaed, 4ts time®
sequences 80 we ask, did Jesus ever
reveal the story of the same gen-
eral theme in plain langusge selae-
where? And we know He did---in Mat¢-
thew 34, Mark 13, and Luke 21. The

eneral story as told in Matthew 24
?s the KEY to the story, in its ful
ifr details, as told in Revelation.

The disciples had asked Jesus,
(Mat. 24:3), "what shall be the
SIGN of thy ooming, and of the end
of the world?®"

Jesus told them, (verse 5),
there would be false Christs and
teachers. There have been, in ever
inoreasing numberse.

Seoond, there would be WARS,
but this would not eignify the end-
time, for, at the time of the end,
(verse 7), nation would riee aguinst
nation, and kingdom against king-
dom, in real world war. We have had
wars on down thru time. From 500 B.
Ce. to 1925 A.D. there were 903 known
wars. But, oomputed in relation to
durat ion, numbere engaged, casual-
ties, and number of countries involed
the "index number of wars has
steadily risen It had become 2.7
in the 12th Century, rising to
13,735.98, for the first quarter of
the present oenturjs The world war
was the first that fit the desorip-
tion "nation against nation, and
kingdom againgt kingdow." So the
END time is HLRE!

Where We ure Today in Propheoy

Third, Jesus sald there would
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be FAMINES (verse 7) Thers have
been, culwminating in tre most ooloe
sal fumine in all hisuicry recently
in Russia.

Then fourth, Jesus sald there
would be PESTILENCES. (v.7). These,
t00, have ocourred, but thec pesti-
lence which was the most teriiblie
ever known was the flu epldemio at
the time of the world war.

Following this, Jesus sald
"Then shall be GREAT TRIBULATION,
such as was not sinoe the begiuning
of the world to this time." (v.21).
Combining the many, many other
propheoies of this great tribula-
tion, desoribing its every phase
and oause, inoluding unemployment,
millionalire suiocides, hoarded gold
and money withdrawvn from oircula-
tion, general lawlessness, lukewarm
and formal churches, eto., we may
be absolutely oertalin that we are
in, and for about three years have
been passing thru, this great
world-wide tribulation.

What Bhall Immediately Follow

And "Immediately AFTER the
tribulation of thoee days sghall the
sun be darkened, and the moon shall
not give her light, and the stars
shall fall from heaven, and the
powers of the heavens shall be shak-
en." (Verse 39).

To get the connsotion of this
darkening of sun and moon, and flall
ing of etars, let us now oompare
odrefully with the 6th ohapter of
Revelation. Remember, in the Matthev
story we had Falee Christs and pro-
phets, wars, famines, pestilences,
tritilation, and then the signs in
the sun and moon.

In veraes 1 and 3 of Revelation
6, the lst seal is mpened, and the
fwhite horse" symbolises the falss
Christs and prophets.

The "red horse" of the seocond
seal, Bible students agree, symbo-
l1izes WAR.

The "blaok horse" of the 3rd
seal (ve 5,6) symbolizes FAMINE.

The "pale horse" of the 4th
eeal (v. 8,9) symbolizeas PESTILENCE

And the 5th seal (v. 9-11), de-
soribee another phase of the TRIB-
ULATION=--=the martyrdom of Christians
---and thie hae been ooocurring in
Ruesia, Germany, and other countries.

And under the 6th seal, (v. 13,
13), the sun becomes blaok, the moon
a8 blood, and the stars fall.

The sequences conrsspond ex-
actly with Mat. 34---false prophets,
war, famine, pestilenoce, tribula-
tion, heavenly signs.

Now let us compare the next e~
vent in the two prophecles:

WHO will be able to stand it? Will
YOU, brother, sister? You ocan't es-
oape it. It is just as CERTAIN as
were all these other events which
have happened right on schedule !

Their speech and their
writing is prolifio with epiritual-
sounding phrases and expressions.

Getting a Right Balanoce

Thie 18 not to disoount, or to
oritiolise, the emotional or true
spiritual language springing from an
honsst hoart. Dut merely to warn
against permitting one's emotional
nature to beocoome aore highly devel-
oped than his love of the TRUTH of
God's Word (which of ten oorrects,
reproves, and rebukes, II Tim.

Bu
many have been turned and bitterly
prejudiced against all emotion, o
"tongues", or manifestations, because
they have seen so much ¢f the counte
erfelt---a0 much of it deliberataly
worked up by physioal senses and ¢=-
motions and put on for show and et=
feot—~--+80 muoh of it from those who
go home from the meeting to criti-
oige, find fault, grumble and ocom-
plain, lose tempers, gossip, leave
bills unpaid, live a worldly 1life,
show gpite, jealousy and resentment,
and even tell dirty storiles.

Other Snares and Pitfalls

3. The setond class is well in-
doctrinated. Usually these folks do
not belisve in much, if any, noise
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¢y emotion, or any spiritual manie
fegtations. They have a great deal
of head knowledge, but most of this
olass have a great deal of misunder-
standing, and of ten they have quseer
pereonal theories and hobbles re-
sulting £rom misapplied, wrongly-
dividsed Boriptures.

They love to try to trap and
corner othere with the Soriptures,
and egpeoially Go they delight in
it if they are abls to oorner up
some minister. Arguing Soripture la
their one great intédirest in lifs.

These misgulded folks believe
thair arguments, contentions, and
beliefs will win their eternal sal-
vation, without any real thorough
repentance, or living a surrendered,
righteous life in Christ Jesus,
sbonlng the fruite of the Spirit¢ in
their lives.

3. And then there is the "faith"
groups These folkse say they are
eaved "by FAITH, and faith ALONE."
They are. not 8¢ much oonoerned a=
bout the Holy Spirit, and seldom
mention such things as repentance,
utter surrender, or any need of
submission and obadience to God's
wille Their religion never works
any miraole ohangee in their lives.
8inoe "Jesus died for our eins,"
we 40 not have to obey. Just BELIEVE
on the Lord Joeus Obhrist, aod thou
shalt Do saved, i8 their sole oon-
dititon to salvation and Christian
living. The invitation of the min-
igters of this growp 18 "Give the
preacher your nend, and the Lord
your heart." And when, later, you
ask such "converts" what they did
~--What really happened-~-when they
"gave the Lord their heart," they
ugually juat look blank. They do
not know. It really 4id not MEAN
snything. It wae merely a FORM. The
ohurohsas of this olass should be
ocalled social olubs~--they are not
soul-asaving institutions.

The Beslf-Righteous Christian

4. Finally, there are those
whose spirituality consists of a
rigid etandard of righteousness.
Usually they believe in striotly
kooping God's law of love, as de-
fined in the two great Commandments
of love toward God and love toward
neighbor, and sub~divided into the
Ten Commandments, the first four
telling how to love God, and the
last six how to love neighbor. In
Zaot, they usually are so strict
about it they fall into the error
0f keeping the strict LETTER of the
law in their own strength. They are
sorupulously honeet, severely punot-
ual, oritioally exaot, But, like

hie day, they are "going about %o

mi
Paul said of the striotest seot of yp

2ptablish their OWN rightecusness,"
and hsva not "gsubmitted themeelves
unto $he righteousness of God."
(Rom. #0:3). And they are usually
harsh, stern, orisical, intclerant
of thoge who do not live up to
thelr particular ideas of the stand-
ard of righteousness.

The True Boriptural Btandard
of Real Spirituality

Now let us turn to God's Word,
and reverently and humbly seek to
learn what is GOI'S standard of
spirituality.

Of the trus spiritual mind,

Now if any man
have not the Spirit of Christ, HE
I8 NONE OF HIS." Unlees His Spiris
abides within you, living HIS 1life
of true righteousness in you, you
are not even saved! "And if Christ
bs IN you, the body 1s dead because
of sint but the Spirit is 1ife be-
gg?ue of righteoueness." (Rom. 8:68~-

When God first takes us as His
ohildren, He tekes us who have besen
earthly, worldly, sensual, disobedi-
ent. His ultimate aim 1s to make us
like unto Himself. This transforma=
tion (not reformation) is a tremend-
ous undertaking. It requires a mira-
cles But God stands pledged, upon
real thorough repentanoce, and faith
in Christ (Acts 2:38) to start the
performance of this tremendous mir-
aole by putiing His Holy Spirit lit-
erally WITHIN you! But God will work
the oomplete change in your life ONLY
if you are willing to SUBMIT to the
prooess! The FIRST condition is real,
deep, thorough repentance. You will
have to te willling to aocept corres t~
ion ana renuvated chastisements at
Hles lcving handa, for "whom the Lorzd
lovetl Hs ohesteneth." (Heb. 12:6).

It ig the mind that, hence~
forth, is willing to obey God, no
mat ter what the cost, and whioch
oontinually studies God's Word, not
to argue and strive and corner
folks, but to learn more of God's
will, and to WALE in i+! I% s a
mind FILLED to overflow.rg with
reel LOVE for God and ©ll) £nllow--
men~--even one's enemiom+--und
whioh hus sympathy, patience, and
kindness for others in their {aults
and mietakes; whioh speaks suftly,
gently, kindly; which aveks only to

elp and to serve. It %s the mind
that has DIED to SELF.

Christ I N You

The real spiritual mind can
say with the Apostle Paul: "I am
oruocified with Christ: nevextheless
I live; yet not I, but CHRIST LIV-
ETH IN ME." (Gal. 23:20). ¥hen you
can say that, then you have the
mind that was in Christ Jems.

The real spiritual rind is a
SOUND mind 1 "For God hath not given
us the epirit of fear} but of power
and of love, and of A SOUND MIND.
(II Tim. 1:7). To those being car-
ried away with a fulse and pseudo-
spirituality, whare real marifee-
tations of the Spirit were being
counterfeited by DEMONSTRATIONS of
SELF in a fanstioel emoticnaliem,
Yaul, ocorreoting them, ealid: "Breth-
ren, he nct ohlldren in understand-
ings" (I Cor. 14:20)

How, then, about emotionaliem,
manifestsations, eto.? Some people
are naturally emotional, and others

re not. Let not the emotional one
judge him who is not emotional. And
let not the unemotional condemn as
a fanatic him whose emotions ex-~
press themgelves more freely. God
looks on the HEART, not the cutward
stow of emotion. And the manifesta-
tione? Just leave them to God. If,
and when, the Holy Spirit is the
real author, let us not c¢critiocise,
but praise God for it! But 4o not
attempt t0 work u a demonstration
of S%LF, whioh is only to imperson-
ate the Holy Spirit. Neither "quench
the 8pirit." Seek God with an honest
heart. 8eek the GIVER of the gifts,
not the blessings. If this is dons
we believe there will be but an in-
finitesimal part of the so-called
"manifestations" so common today,
but there will be a great deal more
of the real Spirit of God.

The Four Substitutes

REAL Spiritusl-mindedness is
the mind of LOVE, for God is LOVE.

8o let us review our four SUB~
STITUTES for spirituality in the
light of God's Word.

3. "And though I have the gift
of oropheoy, and understand all mg-~
exries, and ALL XNOWLEDGE:" and,

3« "though I have ALL FAITH so
that I oould remove mountains, and
have not LOVE, I am NOTHING." (v.3).

4. "And though { beatow all my
goods to feed the poor, &hd thoug.
I give my body %0 be burned, and
have not LOVE, it profiteth me NOTH-
LE_G}" (V.S).

What ic 3t to have LOVE? The
next four verses tell. Here is TRUE
epiritual-mindednesa:

"LOVE 1s very patient, very
kind." Are YOU! "LOVE knows no jeal-
ousy; love makes no parade, gives
itself no alrs, is never rude, naver
selfigh, never irritated, never re-~
gentful; love is nevar gladdened
when others go wrong; love is glad-
dened by goodness, always slow to
expose, always eager to bellieve the
best, always hopeful, always patient
(I Cor. 13:4-7; Moffatt's transla-
tion.

Read those three verses agaln,
subtituting your own name wWhersver
"Lave" appears. Try it as a teat on
yourself. It will tell you how truly
SPIRITUAL you are. Let ug seek more
real, genuine SPIRITUAL-MINDEDNESS!
