It took almost as rany lives ae the war
itself, wrd in a period of one yoar!

£11 these, (Mat, 24:8), are the be~
ginning ol sorrows. That is, tho BEGIN-
i#LNG of the TIME OF TROUBLE leading up to
the coming of Christ! In the marginal
rcading of the same oxprescion in Mark
13:8, 4t is explained that the meaning of
the original Greek is "the pains of a
woman in travaeil,”" Sa the world war, the
flu oridemic, the Russian famine, were as
birth-palins~--the solomn warning that
thera is just baroly time ty make hasty
veeparation. Are YOU heeding this warning?

The IRIBULATION

Mcw we came to the TRIBULATION. No-
tice this is the very noext evont in order.
Matthew desoribes it as "great tribulation
such as was not since the beginning of the
world tc this time." Dariel gives a very
similar description: "end there shall be
a timec of trouble such as novor was since
there was a nation, even to that same
time," and continuing to explain that dur-
ing, or at tho end of this time, will oc-
cur the Resurrection, simultancous with
the Socond Coming cf Christ, (Dan, 12:1,2),

Luke's account of this same Tribula-
tion painte in additional details, and
fixes the TIME, oxactly.

Notioce luke 21:24-27, After digrosse
ing, in the 12th verse, to prophesy what
was to happen in 70 A.D., Josus ooncludes
this part of the propheoy in ths 24th
verse, The Jews at that time were to bo
led away captive into ALL nations. This
HAPPENED., And Jerusalem, He said, from
that time, would bo troddon down of the
Gentiles- «=how long? "UNTIL the Times of
the Gentiles bo fulfillod,” '

And thon what shall take placoc as the
Times of the Gentiles finally end? It is
in the next, or 25th, verse: "There shall
be 3igns in the sun, and in the moon, and
in the stara,”" ---~and, whon this occurs,
what will bo the condition upon tho carth?
"snd upcn the earth, distress of nations,
with perplexity; the sea and the vaves
roaring; mon's hesrts falling thom for

fear, and for looking aftor thoso things
which are coming upon tho ssrth.” (versocs
25,26).

Now horo is an exact doscription of
the prosent world=-wido deprcssion, Never
bofore have all the nations boen in dis-
tross, with perploxity. Governments are
ovorthrown, the financial struotures of
ovory nation have ccllaepsed, businces and
industry is raralyzed, men are out of om~
ploymont, everyono is perplexed, and the
stotesmen and business loaders do not
know what to do. It is truily a timo of
trouble suoh as ncver was sinco there was
a nation.

It i1s vital to bear in mind that this
toxt in Luke corresponds to Matthow 24:21,
where the Tribulation is described, tatthow
and Luke arc both roporting the same pro-
rheoy uttoered by Jesus. So this IS the
TRIBULATION, %e have beon IN tho Tribulae
tion since 1929 in tho United Stetes, and
cinso 1928 in Furope.

There are two or throo poirts which,
at this juncture, it is vital that wo no-
tico.

Hat, 24:29 seys the sun and moon will
not be dark and the stars fall, until
AFTER the Tribulatione--immodiately after,
In othor wards, thoso hoavonly signs come
at tho vory END of the Tribulatione-sthat
ia, thoy END it. Sa, as Luke's versien
nnkos plain, at tho timo of the hoavonly
signa, the ocarth 1s in tho grip >f the
Tritilation. Therafere, the present worlde
wide trouble will eontinue until the time
of the heavenly eigns, and Luke's text
tells us that will be at the final ending
>f the Times of the Gentiles.

But when will the Times of the Gene
tiles end? This subjeot was thoroughly
disoussed and explained in the March nume
ber of The PLAIN TRUTH. We give hare
merely the following brief summary:

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years later, or 1836 A.D., the Times of
t.he Gontiles will have comuleteirr EMDED,
k3 nearly ss we can caloillute from the
dates of anoient history, the year 1938
will see the END of the Timgs of the Gen=-
tiles., Those "Times" have not been com-
pletely fulfilled until that year.

Notice new chapter 8,

In verse 1 the seventh Seal i1s opened
--~and what is the seventh Seal? Verse 2
tells, It is the "Seven Trumpets," These
seven "Trumpet" plagues are, and oconsti-
tute, the Seventh Seal,

The first feur "Trumpet" plagues hurt
the earth, the ses, the trees, the rivers,
(Verses 7-12),

Then follow the three WOES, which are
the last three "Trumpet" plagues.

The Roman Tmpire Revived

The fifth "Trumpet" plagus is THE
FIRST WCE. (Rev. 8:13, and 9:1,12).

Netioce chapter 9, verses 1 and 2.

The "bottomless pit" is opened. The power,
or foroe, which brings the trouble of this
woe emergés from the "bottomless pit."

What does this '"wae" signify? It ie
desoribed in the 1lst 11 verses of chapter
9.

In verse 3, "locusts" coms out of the
smoke of a grest furnace which seems to
beloh forth out of this "bottomless pit."

Now these, of ocurse, are symbols,
But thess symbolic "loousts” represent
very REAL THINGS.

According to verse 4, they apparently
have power tn ™hurt the grass of the earth"
~=-that 1s, destroy vegetation~--but they
are prevented from doing so. They are per~
mitted to hurt only people, and only those
who have not the seal of God in their
forsheads,

Notioe the desoriptisn of the "liouets"
in verse 7. Thelr shapo is like horases
Erepered for battle. On their heads are
crowns like gold. There seem to be men's
feces in them, They have breastplates (v,
8), of iron, They have wings, whioch make
8 sound like many horse-drawn chariots
running full speed.

Apparently these "locusts" symbolizo
AIRPLANES, ~-~- & vast army of war planes,
Alrplanes now have breastplates of iron.
Their heeds appear to have crowns like
geld, Men's faces are in them. And a squed-
ren of airplanss flying in fermation make
& noise exaoctly like many anolent-type
oheriots rumbling over the ground!

Notice verse 10. Thov have tails,
&nd their "sting" is in their tails, The
bembs and gasses are drcpped and sprayod
{rem the "taila" of the planes.

S0 thie "WOR" mppears to symbolize a
ocming WAR-~-but whiph war? We know that
nlsewhers, Soripture prophesies two great
wilisary powers to arise in the last days
-=-¢ne the revival of the Roman Empiro by
u federation of bem nations in the terri-
sorry of the anelent Roman Empire; tho
sther "Sog", er Pugsia, with her allles,

Observe in what manner the Roman Eme
pire iz spoken af in ooming baok tec life.
It is in Roev, 17:8, "The beast which thou
sawost was, and is not; and shall asoend
OUT OF TEE BQTTOMLESS PIT." The virtually
extinot, noneexistant condition of that
amoe great Emnire is spoken of as "the
bottomloss pit,"

The revival of the anocient Roman Eme
pire is Mussolini's whole aim and dream.
This he has publicly announced many times,
Alroady throe of these nations. ars virtu-
ally in his power, and two osthors about to
booome sa. In tho past thirty days Muaso-
1ini has been firing the men of Ttaly with
ratriotism and onthusiasm for WAR., He has
publioly stated that "betwcen 19636 and 1940"
he will "make our air force so strong and
mummorous that its roaring-motors will
drown all sthar sounds, its shadows hide
the sun over Italian soil.” (Spoech of
May 26, 1927). So this prophooy is boing
fulfilled bafore cur very cyes.

1f the Tirst WOE plague is WAR, and
the loousts are airplanss, then it must
symbolize the rovival of the Roman Empire
"sut of the bottomloss pit." Gtherwiso,
the time-crder ef this coming war is no~
whore given in tho story-flow of Revelation.

And notico, this places this wayr as
shortly aftor ths year 1936!

Now wo oome ta the sixth "Trumpet®
plaguo, which is the SECOND WOE, (Row, 9:

Notioe Btok, 38:15. "Gog", or Rusaia,
is a nation of Morsemen, This is true.
Russia has more horscs than any cther na-
tion. Hor army has the werld's greatost
savelry. Now 'Gog's" alllos are Porsia,
Ethiopia which is Abysainie, Libys which is
Tripoli, Gomer which is Germany, and meny
sthers prebably irpluding Turkey, possibly
China or Japen, Tho land of those allics
oirocles around the river Euphrates. Nctloe
vorses 14 snd 15 of Rov, 9. This war is
finally "loosed" from the territerry of the
River Euphratost

sth befare them” (v.3). This is the "fite,
smoke, and brimstone," which issued "out
of their mouths," (Rev. 9:17).

The Two Witnesses

The next event in order in the mein
story-thread of Revelation is the mission
of the "two witnesses™ of the 11th chapter.

Who ere, or will be, these witnesscs?

Several points sbout them may be brief-
ly Mtedq

1st, they "prophesy" or preach a final
warning to the world during "1260 days."
(Verse 8). Does this mean a literal 1260
days, or 5% years, or does each day sym-
bolizs a year, meaning sotually 1260 years?
The key to the question is this: A day in
prophecy reFreaents a year in. fulfillment
DURING the "times" of Israel's punishmont.
The "day for a year" interpretation is ta-
ken from Pgok. 4:4-6, and Num, 14:34. Stu-
dy thom. In each caso tho "day for a yoar"
involves Israel's PUNISHMENT only. After
the 2520 years of punishment has ended,
when we come to the thousand years' reign
with Christ we all acoept it as a literel
thousand years., We do not multiply it by
380. Now theso two "witnesses" FND their
"1260 deys" prophosying AFTER tho "times"
of Iaraol’s and Judah's punishmont have
ended, Therefore we think a literal intere

pretation of 3% years for thoir "prophesy-
ing" tho more logical in this case.

2nd, at the END of their teatimony,
or "1260 days”, 1t is "the BEAST THAT
ASCENDED OUT OF TEE BOTTOMLESS PIT" which
Xi1ls thom. Since this ie the re-establish-
mont, yot future, of the Roman Empire,
whioh doos not take place until the time
of the firet WOE, it appears that those
"witnossea" aro twe litorel men, net the
01d and the Now Tostaments of the Bible,
ag somo beliove,

3rd, aftor tholr testimony is ended,
and thoy have beon killed and rosurrscted,
it gays in versc 14 "the second woe is
past,"’ So tho time of the ENDING of their
"1260 days" prophosying is the time of
the second woo, or the war in whieh Rod
Russie will be the aggressor,

Thoraforae it sooems that the most log-
ical identification of the Two Witnossos
is the one genorally ascepted=--loses and
Elijah, They do the works of Moses and
Elijsh. Malechi says ((4:5) Elijeh shall
come BEFORE the "Dey of the Lord," and
thoy probably will BEGIN their ministry
bafore the "Day of the Lord" commenoos.

It was Moses and Elijah who appeared with
Christ in the Transfiguration on tho Mount,
(Mat, 17:1-8). In & sonse, John the Bap-
tist was Elijah fulfilling the prophocy

of Mal, 4:5., John tho Baptist was NOT Eli-
jah, as ho plainly said, yot he came in
tho power and spirit of Elijeh, and in
that sonse he was Elfjah, Comparo John 1:
21, Mat. 11:14, and tho oxplanation in
Luke 1:17., So 4t is likoly the two witnoss-
o3 will bo twe mom who will como in the
power and spirit of Elijah and Moses, or
Enooh.

Tho INSET Chapters

Moxt follow throe chapters whish have
no boaring on tho contimious story-flow of
the Book of Reveletion.

Chaptor 12, deseribing tho two “won-
dors" in hoaven, chapter 15 desoribing the
two "bonsta™, and chanter 14, agein plot-
uring tha 144,000 and dosoridbing tho three
warning messages to the world, are INSETS,
inicated into the main etory-flow for the
purposa of making nocossary oxplanations of
things not directly ooncorned with the timo-
order af oventa.

Tho eontimiwous chein of evonts is
pickod up again in tho 15th ohaptor.

The Battle of ARMAGEDDCH!

Apparontly, as stated above, the two
wvar plaguos overlap into tho sevon last
plagues, for at tho ond of the sixth of
thesc laust plagucs, thoe armics of theso
nations aro gathored togethur into a place
ealled ARMAGEDDON. (Rev. 16:16).

Armagoddon, as tho article in the May
