And it is roveatad in the 2Z2lst, 24th,
nand 28th verses that lsrael was %0 be
punizhed SEVEN TIMES for their eins.

If Yarasl obeysd, they should hove
bacome the mightiest, wealthicet power
on anrth, able to conquer all natione.
